MAYOR EVANS:  We're down to number five, new

business.  Ordinance Number 9-2023, an

ordinance relating to the recovery of

collection costs as part of delinquent debts

collected pursuant tot he Setoff Debt

Collection Act.  And this is the first reading.

UNKNOWN FEMALE SPEAKER:  So moved.

COUNCILMAN CAMPBELL:  Second.

MAYOR EVANS:  Motion and a second on the floor to

adopt Ordinance Number 9-2023, first reading.

MR. QUATTLEBAUM:  Yes, Mayor, Council and public. 

I'm going to read the gist of the ordinance

that we're requesting to be adopted.  Ordinance

relating to the recovery of collection costs as

part of the delinquent debt collection pursuant

Setoff Debt Collection Act where the Town of

Atlantic Beach is a claimant agency as defined

in the Setoff Debt Collection Act of South

Carolina Code annotated (inaudible)-56-10.  And

therefore entitled to utilize the procedures

set out in the act to collect delinquent debts

owed to the Town of Atlantic Beach.  Whereas

delinquent debt is defined in the Act to

include collection costs, court costs, fines,

penalties, interests which have accrued through

contract, subrogation, tort, operations of law

or any other legal theory regardless of whether

there is an outstanding (inaudible) for that

sum which is legally collectable and for which

a collection effort has been  -- is being made. 

Whereas the Town of Atlantic Beach has

contracted with the Municipal Association of

South Carolina to submit claims on behalf of

the South Carolina Department of Revenue

pursuant to the Act.  And whereas Municipal

Association of South Carolina charges an

administrative fee for the services it provides

pursuant to the act.  And whereas the

administrative fee charged by the Municipal

Association of South Carolina is a cost of the

collection incurred by the Town of Atlantic

Beach that arises through contracts and

therefore properly considered as part of the

delinquent debt owed to the Town of Atlantic

Beach as defined in the Act.  That is the

request for approval for us to enter into this

debt collection agreement with the Municipal

Association.  This is the first reading.

Jacqueline Gore, Jarred Finey, Sr. and Shawn

Swinson.  I hope I pronounced that correctly. 

Shawn Swinson, Sr. And Carl Tate.  Those are

the candidates.  And the requirements for

voting are basically the same as they were last

year.  We'll close the general assembly updated

some of the laws.  And I've read most of them.

I haven't gotten the book yet, in '22.  But the

requirements are basically the same.  And you

must register 30 days before the election to

vote.  And you must be a resident of this town. 

And last time we had some problems.  So I'm

going to be more visual this time, and I'm

going to ask my commissioners to be here so we

can watch.  Last time I was in and out

(inaudible).  The person I had running the

election, it's her job to call the police if

necessary to get people out.  But she asked us. 

So I'm going to be a little more visible this

time.  I'll be here most of the day.  I was

told last time we have candidates talking to

voters, and the community say, you can't do

that.  So it's not to be done this time.  You

can't do that.  Any questions?

One, to give the community an update on the two

grants that we received, Under represented

Communities Grant.  As a reminder, Horry County

was awarded this grant by the National Park

Service to prepare the Atlantic Beach

submission for inclusion on the National

Register for Historic Places.  Thanks to Ms.

Cheetham, Ms. Graham and Ms Mollett's

leadership in collection of historic data

review and artifacts on -- and the town's

architectural survey have been completed by

Chronicle Heritage.  Special thanks to you,

each of the Committee Members who came out to

share part of this project.  Chronicle Heritage

is now preparing their findings on the report. 

It will be interviews conducted with residents

from the community to ascertain the history of

the town and documentation of artifacts that

were held.  The second component (inaudible)

the Narrative Grant received from the Gaylord

Dorothy Donnelly Foundation is designed to

continue Atlantic Beach's historical

collection, planning and preservation work. 

This grant is designed -- designated to support

the digitaztion of the historic material in our

homes, finalize the storage plan for the

Atlantic Beach data, and develop a plan for the

Atlantic Beach Museum to ultimately showcase

our history.  There's an RFP response being

sent out, and is due Friday, September 15. 

That had been advertised for a firm or company

to actually take down the information that was

developed and reviews and surveys done, and to

actually formally digitize and have those

recordings done so that we can have them on

physical display in a hopefully museum or

location in the Town of Atlantic Beach.  The

other thing I just wanted to announce.  The

Lion's Club is doing a collection of eye

glasses for underprivileged individuals,

possibly set up in my office, Town Hall from

the hours of 9:00 to 4:00 for anybody who wants

to make donations.  Glasses will go to

underprivileged individuals in the surrounding

community.  Thank you.  That's all I have,

Mayor.
