As required, for each vendor, they

have to have a commitment from the property

owner to vend in the Town of Atlantic Beach so

you need to have your name posted on Cheryl's

vendor list so they'll know the availability of

your property for leasing for Bike Fest.  So I

encourage all of you as soon as possible.  With

the passage of the second ordinance, the Bike

Fest information will be posted online.  We've

had several vendors calling about the

registration and they're being cautioned to all

vendors that the registration payment deadline

is March 31st, 2024 or the fees per the rental

schedule will increase by $100.  We are

encouraging all vendors to try to register as

soon as possible so that we have an adequate

and accurate count of how many vendors will be

participating.  It is my hope and objective is

in the future we could get to a point if

vendors register early enough to publish a

vendor list that people will know the type of

vendors that we have registered before they

come to the event.  So I encourage to get the

word out to vendors to make their commitments

to you as property owners to vend and lease

during 2024.  Information -- also, business

license renewal is -- the deadline for the year

end April 30th, but renewal for business

license for the new fiscal year from April 30th

-- or May 1st through April 30th, 2025, it will

be on -- it's online already at the business

license portal, and you can register or pay

your business license fee online as opposed to

manually in the office.  Online payments will

be taken online.  Again, the deadline, April

30th for all businesses to renew their business

license.  Just an update, the scanning for

historical documents and artifacts has been

going -- I don't know if it's completed, but I

-- the last report, it has not completed, it's

significantly been accomplished under the

guidance and leadership of Mrs. Cheatham, and

we are looking to have those -- information

digitized and looking for a location in terms

of housing all of those historical artifacts. 
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Also, information, in January, there were three

new permits issued for construction of new

homes in January 2024, and also two homes were

just issued, CO'd, in the Town of Atlantic

Beach.  Also, upcoming date, February the 28th,

the Town will be submitting its RAISE Grant. 

The RAISE Grant is a substantial infrastructure

grant to the federal government.  I

participated about a week or so ago on the

rating and ranking of our initial application. 

It scored very well and just some minor

recommendations for improvements to that

application.  The significant amount is in

excess of 4 Million dollars and we're

requesting and we graded out very well on the

evaluation process.  It is a highly-competitive

grant, can't remember the number but there are

significant applicants each year for the grant,

but we are hopeful based on the ranking of our

application that we will be in the running for

substantial infrastructure funds.  Thanks to

Ms. Gibson-Bailey for leading the effort in

getting our RAISE Grant application prepared

for submission.  And lastly, I received contact

from Waccamaw Regional Agency that provides

DICKEY:  Oh, regarding -- regarding the current

election, it's still -- it's still in dispute

and that is something that the Town is still

trying to resolve.  However, the legal cases

have come down where they -- the legal cases

that were pending in the Supreme Court have

been resolved and now it is -- the Town will be

working along with Councilman David and Council

to move forward and resolve the -- resolve the

matters that are -- that pertain or still are

in dispute regarding the November 2023

elections.

MAYOR EVANS:  Okay, thank you.  William Booker.

MR. BOOKER:  Thank you, Mr. Mayor.  Council members

and officials and the community, I'm here to

talk about our elections, and we've had quite

a few election challenges from protest hearings

to Circuit Court hearings, Supreme Court

hearings and 2023 is still unresolved, and I'm

sure that's amounted to quite a few legal

expenses.  I don't know how that compares to

what was forecasted, but I'd like to know how

much have we spent thus far in legal fees

trying to resolve these issues, can anyone
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share that?

MAYOR EVANS:  That's something you need to go to

Town Hall and speak with the Town Manager

about, you need to see him about that stuff.

MR. BOOKER:  Okay.

MAYOR EVANS:  How much money was spent on the

election is what you're asking?

MR. BOOKER:  Yeah, on the election ---

MAYOR EVANS:  I'm sure if you go to Town Hall, he'd

be glad to discuss that with you.

MR. BOOKER:  Okay.  All right, thank you.

MAYOR EVANS:  You're welcome.  Council, seek a

motion to adjourn.

COUNCILWOMAN GORE:  So moved ---

MAYOR PRO TEM ISOM:  So moved.

MAYOR EVANS:  Second?

MAYOR PRO TEM ISOM:  Second.

MAYOR EVANS:  Motion and a second on the floor to

adjourn.  If no other questions or other

comments, roll call.

CLERK:  Councilman Edward Campbell?

COUNCILMAN CAMPBELL:  Yea.

CLERK:  Mayor Pro Tem Josephine Isom?

MAYOR PRO TEM ISOM:  Yea.

CLERK:  Councilwoman Jacqueline Gore?
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COUNCILWOMAN GORE:  Yea.

CLERK:  Councilman John David?

COUNCILMAN DAVID:  Yea.

CLERK:  Mayor Jake Evans?

MAYOR EVANS:  Yea.  Motion granted.  Meeting

adjourned at 6:29 p.m.
